1. Minutes of 1982 anr?ual meetirq 

Kathleen McMorrow moved t h a t  the minutes be adopted; seconded by Kirs ten 
Walsh. 

2. President '  S repor t  

Alison Hal l  thanked the  organizers of the  conference, Sandra Benet m.d 
Ki rs ten  Walsh. The Board m e t  three times, i n  Ottawa, i n  Toronto and in  
Vancouver. Because of the Association's  f inanc ia l  s t a t e  the  Board voted 
t o  r a i s e  dues of individual and i r s t i t u t i o n a l  mmbers. Ir. order to 
avoid fu tu re  la rge  publ icat ions  debts  the  Board decided t h a t  fu ture  
publ ica t ions  mst have add i t i o r a l  outs ide  fundirg and t h a t  manuscripts 
must be cunpleted when sutanitted fo r  consideration.  Sa les  of the Union 
L i s t  of Music Per iod ica l s  and Musicians i n  Canada continue slowly. 
These were displayed a t  both the  MLA and IAML conferences t h i s  year. We 
were f o r t u r a t e  t h a t  UniversitB Lava1 mvered mst of the costs of our  
newest publ icat ion Rspertoire bibliographique de  t e x t e s  de  prBsertat ion 
qgngrale e t  d 'analyse d ' o e w r e s  musicales canadienne (1900-1980) which 
is n w  ava i lab le  f o r  $7.00. 

N o  one has ye t  assumed r e s p n s i b i l i t y  f o r  RIdIM, but some possible  
candidates w i l l  be approached. 

CAML is sporsor i rq  a progranme a t  the  Caradian Library Association 
cocference i n  Wi~nipeg i n  J u w .  I t  is "The Acquisi t ion of Music 
Mater ia ls  f o r  the  Non-Musician" with I sabe l  Rose, Gwen Creelman ar.d 
Kathryn Husbad as the  speakers. 

Acceptance of the  report  was moved by Debra &gg ar.d seconded by !Ieln~ut 
Kallmanr.. 

3. Treasurer'  s report  

The audi to r ,  
George R.  Aller. of Londor. O ~ t a r i o ,  d id  mt  perform ar. "audit" but jus t  
looked a t  the b k s .  Jar.e Baldwir. w i l l  ask Sr. b u i s e  Smith whether 



CAML w i l l  be requi red  to pay f o r  a m t h e r  aud i t .  There is still a large 
d e b t  wed f o r  the p l b l i & t i o n  of  Musicians i n  Canada, and $1000.00 
should be t r a r s f e r r e d  f r a n  t h e  Pub l i ca t ion  Accouct to the Geceral  
Account. Laval Univers i ty  has been very generous i n  its support  of the  
new p l b l i c a t i o n .  Although CAML was required  to pay only f o r  the  a v e r  
a l l  t h e  r e c e i p t s  w i l l  cane to  CAML. 

Jam Baldwin moved t h a t  t h e  T r e a s u r e r ' s  r epor t  be accepted; seconded by 
Kirs ten  Walsh.

A t  that 
meeting s t y l e  manuals were adopted: Chicago S t y l e  Manual f o r  m r k s  
i n  Engl ish ,  and Grevisse  Le bon usaqe f o r  works i n  French. A music 
supplement to these  manuals is still b e i q  sought.

U ~ f o r t u r a t e l y  
sane of the  statistics and addresses  w i l l  be upt to f i v e  yea r s  out 
of  d a t e .  E ' u r t h e m r e ,  there scme s t a t i s t i c s  a r e  in  m n f l i c t  with 
t h o s e  i n  t h e  Natioral L i b r a r y ' s  r e s o u r c e s  s u r v e y  and t h e  
Er.cyclopedia o f  Music ir. Canada. The sub-editors f o r  Carada were 
Helmut K a l h n n  acd Marian Kahr.. The g u i d e l i c e s  giver? to them were 
extremely r i g i d ,  e .g . ,  s t a t i s t i c s  f o r  scores ar.d b o o k s  were 
c a n b i ~ d .  The dea th  of the  editor- ir . -chief ,  K i t a  er.tor. also 
hampered t h e  p r o j e c t .  Despite these problems, the  United S t a t e s  
sectior? e s p e c i a l l y  p ran i ses  to be ar. improvemect wer the  f i r s t  
editior.. 

D r .  Kallmacr. asked i f  acy0r.e had p r c h a s e d  ar.y m a t e r i a l  f o r  their 
l i b r a r i e s  which had beer. published before 1800. No me had done so. 
Members are reminded to ir.fonn Dr. Ka1lmar.n i f  they acquire  ar.y pre- 
1800 m a t e r i a l .  

There are mw r e a r l y  13,000 ectries i c  the  Ucior. L i s t  o f  Cacadian 
Music P u b l i c a t i o n s ,  pre-1950. The increase  ir. the pas t  year  was 600 
ectries. Gregory R e ~ a u d  of the  National  Library is r e s p o ~ s i b l e  f o r  
m a i n t a i n i r q  t h e  Ucion L i s t  u d e r  the  d i r e c t i o n  of Maria Bryce. 
Besides the National Library '  S mr. acquis  it ions  the  l a r g e s t  r e p o r t s  
were received f r m  Metropolitar.  Torotlto Publ ic  Library  ( I l l ) ,  the  
U ~ i v e r s i t y  of Toronto Facul ty  of Music (92)  and the  W o r d  Museum of 
McGill U c i v e r s i t y  ( 1 5 ) .
