NEW ACQUISITIONS NOUVELLES ACQUISITIONS 

Within the last few months, 
the Manuscript Collection of 
the Music Division of the 
National Library of Canada 
has added several interest- 
ing sets of papers to its 
holdings. During the summer 
of' 1976, the papers of 
Alfred E. Whitehead and 
Arnold Wa,ter were given to 
the Division by the families 
of these :anadian musicians. 
The mater~al is extensive, 
covering most facets of 
their lives. Dr. Whitehead's 
papers include annotated 
copies of his organ reper- 
toire, corrected copies of 
his philatelic writings, an 
almost complete set of his 
copyright contracts with a 
record of royalties received 
during his lifetime, a set 
of glass slides to illus- 
trate a lecture he gave on 
Samuel Pepys' musical writ- 
ings, and several organ 
pipes and stops collected by 
Whitehead when the organ at 
Christ Ch lrch Cathedral in
