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As Chairman of RIdIM/Canada I am appealing to CAML members for
assistance with this work. Do you visit any art galleries or mus-
eums in your home area occasionally, or even regularly? Are you
interested, albeit subconsciously, in the representations of music
that you might see there? 1If this is the case, perhaps you would
be interested in spending some time going round a collection and
either cataloguing the examples of musical iconography you find,

or maybe just recording the necessary information on a pre-cata-
loguing worksheet, which you can return to me for full cataloguing.

A most encouraging response of offers to help was received as a
result of an appeal made at the Annual Meeting on May 27 in Montreal.
Now I would like to hear from other CAML members who were not able

to attend the meeting and who are interested in making a contri-
bution to CAML in this particular field. Please get in touch with
me and I will supply you with further details as to how to pursue
this work.

As prices rise and budgets shrink, we hope that librarians will
use this service more frequently. We realize that time is a prec-
ious commodity, but if each Canadian music librarian would try to
list even three or four titles each issue, we could have a very
lively exchange going.

Most members are aware that the Canadian Book Exchange in
Ottawa gratefully accepts duplicate books, scores, and periodicals,
but they do not issue regular lists of items available except for
pericdicals and government publications. The CBE will also accept
requests for these two types of publications. However, librarians
who want scores or monographs must visit the CBE in person.

The March-April issue of the Music Library Association News-
letter contains the following information regarding the establish-
ment of the Music Periodical Exchange:

For your library to make use of the Music Periodical
Exchange, the following operating guidelines will
be followed:

1) List the music periodicals your library wishes to
obtain on a 3x5 card.

2) Use a separate card for each periodical title,
listing volume numbers and dates.

3) Put the name of your library on the card, and in
the upper right hand corner, "WANT".

In the same manner, list the duplicate music period-
icals which your library has, and is willing to offer
to the Music Periodical Exchange. The Exchange will
send your library a request for a periodical as that
title is needed by another library. A library's ac-
count will be credited $1.00 for each periodical which,
after being requested, it sends to the Music Period-
ical Exchange; for each issue that a library receives
from the Exchange, there will be a $3.00 charge. A
bill will be sent accompanying the periodical(s).
